New Documentary Profiles Anti-Violence Activist

YOUR CITY HERE: “There Ought to Be A Law,” a new documentary film about a woman who becomes an activist, will premiere in Name of Town on Day of Week, Date, Time at Place (address), etc.  Admission is free and the public is invited. Cathy Crowley, a self-described “average mom” had never been involved in politics, or even voted, before her son's death.  But his suicide at age 18 spurred her to push for a state law that would require a waiting period before young people could buy guns.

A new documentary film titled "There Ought to Be A Law" follows the effort that began one July day when Crowley sat at her kitchen table for 10 hours and wrote to every single lawmaker in the state of Maine.  Finally, her local representative agreed to sponsor the waiting-period bill.

The hour-long film shows how the bill at first seemed likely to sail through the legislature - but then ran into opposition from the state's powerful gun lobby.   Crowley's campaign transformed her from a shy "average Mom" into a savvy activist who buttonholed lawmakers and negotiated with committee chairmen in an effort to reduce Maine's high youth suicide rate.  

Two years in the making, "There Ought to Be A Law" gives viewers a behind-the-scenes look at how a state legislature operates, and how average people in any state can get involved in the process of lawmaking.  The film is available for distribution to schools and organizations that encourage civic activism – and it’s being shown at home screenings across the country. through the participation of States United to Prevent Gun Violence (if applicable – can add website, etc.)
