Second Amendment to US Constitution


A well regulated Militia, being necessary to the being of a free State, the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, shall not be infringed.”





The National Rifle Association  





Union soldier George Wingate and Col. William Church found the NRA to “promote and encourage rifle shooting on a scientific basis.”





National Firearms Act


During prohibition, President Franklin D. Roosevelt wanted this act to eliminate automatic fire weapons like machine guns from the streets of America.





Federal Firearms Act


This act targeted those selling and shipping firearms through interstate commerce and from other countries. Gun sellers could not sell to certain criminals.





Bureau of Alcohol and Tobacco and Firearms


(AFT) The organization replaced “tax” with ”firearms.”





Law Enforcement Officers Protection Act


Making it illegal to make or import ammunition that penetrates bulletproof clothing.





Firearms Owners Protection Act 


Eases restrictions on gun sellers and the sale of certain guns. Imposes penalties for persons using a gun during certain crimes and persons with robbery convictions illegally shipping guns.





Crime Control Act


The Attorney General develops a strategy for making “drug-free school zones.” Including criminal penalties for having a firearm in a school zone.
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Brady Handgun Violence Prevention Act


Five day waiting period and background check before a licensed gun importer, manufacturer or dealer can sell a handgun to an unlicensed individual. National instant background check contacted by firearms dealers before transfer of any firearm.
